Lesson Plan - Career Bullseye Posters


Lesson Objective 
· To introduce students to the occupations available
· To broaden the scope of choices associated with occupations
· Understand the association between the occupation and study level required
· Understand the association between the occupation and training level required

Tools/Materials/Resources
· Computer
· Access to the myfuture website

Activity 

Step 1 (Introduce students to the occupations available)

1. Ask students what they would like to do (If they don’t know – see 2)
2. Ask students what they think they are good at (If they don’t know – see 3)
3. What subjects did they score best in on their last report card? (If they don’t know – see 4)
4. Ask the student to ask their friend what they think they are good at (peer)

Step 2 (Broaden the scope of choices associated with occupations)

1. Discuss ideas students have volunteered. Encourage them to think big and beyond the square. Also ask about jobs they think might be similar. Ask for as many as possible and list them.

Step 3

1. Write down 3 jobs they would like to research using the Bullseye posters.

Step 4

Step 5 

1. Search: Click on the selected Bullseye poster and start searching for their preferences. If they change their mind and find something they’d rather do while searching – it’s ok to change.





Step 6

Once the student has found a desired occupation, click on it and read the occupation details. (links to Occupation Details page on myfuture)
Ask them to fill in the following table using the “Occupation Details” page.
